| am directed to refer to this Ministry's letter no 33-03/2021-NDM-I dated
12.01.2022(https://ndmindia.mha.gov.infimages/gallery/Guidelines %20SDRF %20&%20NDR
F.PDF) and to state that based on the recommendations of the Fifteenth Finance
Commission (FFC) on financing of disaster risk management and the report of the Expert
Committee set up by this Ministry, the Government of India has revised the items and norms
for assistance from SDRF and NDRF. The FFC has recommended three sub-windows of (i)
Response & Relief; (i) Recovery & Reconstruction; and (iii) Preparedness & Capacity
Building, within SDRF and NDRF. Accordingly, the items and norms of expenditure have
been divided in these 3 sub-windows. The approved list of items and norms for assistance
from SDRF and NDRF in the wake of notified natural disasters is annexed (English and
Hindi), which will be effective from the financial year 2022-23.

2. The revised items and norms is also available on the website of Disaster
Management Division of the Ministry of Home Affairs i.e. www.ndmindia.mha.gov.in.

The quantum of assistance will be limited to the
actual expenditure incurred on hiring boats and
other essential equipment required for rescuing
stranded people and thereby saving human
lives during a notified natural calamity.

As per actual cost incurred, and assessed by
